No change of booth location will be allowed on the day of the festival.
Disassembling of booths must start at 6:00 pm at end of festival.

After off-loading renters must park in designated area.

No sale or consumption of alcoholic beverages shall be permitted.

Space Renters are expected to bring their own tables, chairs, extension cords and
power strips.
